1. Apologies 

Apologies were received from Cllr Beckett 
2. Minutes of the last meeting 

Item 3 – It was asked if the sentence could be re-worded to ‘residents felt not having a flashing light did not help’.

Apart from the above changes the minutes of the meeting held on 30th July 2013 were approved as a true and correct record

3. Matters arising 

20mph zones sign – email from Simon regarding 20mph zone signs on Higher Causeway was read out. The group did not agree with this and have requested that another sign be put up on Higher Causeway if Lancashire County Council remain unwilling to return the other one to its’ original position. It was agreed Saima would report this back to Simon. 
Gisburn Rd – it was reported that the skip has now been moved and only internal works are left on the property. Officers from Building Control and Planning have made a visit and will keep an eye on things, but so far no further issues have been reported. PC Dibb also mentioned that no incidents have been reported to the police. 

Chat Close - PC Dibb fed back to the group on the incident that occurred on Chat Close. A call was received stating there were two individuals acting suspiciously; this was logged as a Grade 2 under suspicious activities on the police database which means officers need to attend this call within half an hour. Officers were at the scene in 25 minutes and the area was searched and no one was there. A vehicle was left unlocked and items were taken from the vehicles. PC Dibb also mentioned he has reported this back to Mr Cleary.   
Barley Top Wood – it was asked if contacts had been made with United Utilities. It was agreed PC Dibb would chase and feedback at next meeting. 
Rural Area Pendle – it was reported that a local garage has offered to sponsor a vehicle for the Constabulary. This will not be a marked vehicle. 

4. PACT Update 

Poaching/ Rural – (note deletion) training is to be offered to section officers on rural/ poaching crimes. This is to improve efficiency. PC Dibb will be helping out on the training. 
School parking – the traffic team have been working on the Road Watch scheme throughout the term. PCSO Hazel Thorp will be moving to Cloverhill.  No replacement has been deployed yet.

Stone Theft/ Plant Hire – attention has been given to this during the night. Equipment has been taken from the Pasture Lane area, with certain individuals arrested and charged.  Hopefully this will bring the number of incidents down. Stones have been taken from the area. The main offenders have been arrested on other crimes so hopefully this issue will be resolved. 

Benefit Fraud – Police have been working with the DWP.  Two individuals have been arrested in Barrowford for benefit fraud and investigations are ongoing. It was highlighted that the police are working closely with the DWP to cut down on benefit fraud. 

Park Drive/ Carr Hall – complaints have been received regarding mini buses and coaches parked in this area. PC Dibb mentioned that a meeting has been arranged with the company and Highways department.
