It was asked if police could feedback at the meetings about high crime cases. It was agreed if residents could contact the police before the meeting and an update will be given at the next meeting. 

8. Matters of Concern 

Parking outside Co-op – issue with youths parking outside the co-op, it was advised residents could contact the Lancashire Parking Service through the LCC Number or the Website. 

Empty properties – Wood St, Sackville and Massey St – youths have been spotted and moved and patrols are happening in the area. 

Pendleside Hospice – Cllr Tomlinson reported due to being hassled and abused by youths last year the Hospice have now changed the route for their yearly walk and wont be coming through Brierfield which is really upsetting. Abuse is also given to the Marshalls. It was highlighted there are no issues with the policing of the event. It was asked if Cllr Tomlinson could forward the map onto Sgt Hodgkinson and for next year could they contact the police early so they can plan the event probably. 

Light up a life event – the same issues have occurred when this event has been held near Christmas time. It was asked if Cllr Tomlinson could forward the dates onto Sgt Hodgkinson

Road markings – it was reported the road markings on Elland Street are wrong. Becs to feed this issue back 
Smiley Faces (speeding indicator) – it was reported this was last seen on the bypass. Becs to find out when it will be placed in Brierfield next. 
Volley Ball, Elland Rd– it was mentioned groups are playing on the MUGA on Elland Rd till 10 -11pm sometimes. There are a lot of people coming from other towns, parking is an issue due to this. The children of the area are not being able to play. It was discussed if Parks dept could lock the MUGA up at night or to have signage up around the area. Becs to action.
