1. Appointment of Chairman
It was agreed that Cllr Derwent be appointed as Chairman for the municipal year 2011/12. 
2. Appointment of Vice Chairman

It was agreed that G. Jackson be appointed as Vice Chairman for the municipal year 2011/12.
3. Apologies 

Apologies were received from Cllr David, B. Mayor, Cllr Derwent and J. Pope.
4. Minutes of the meeting held 16th May 2011

The minutes from the meeting on Monday 16th May 2011 were approved as a true and correct record.

5. Matters Arising 
The meeting times for the PACT Surgeries and the Community Safety Area Working Group meetings were discussed. It was agreed that the PACT Surgery would start at 6pm followed by the Community Safety Area Working Group meeting at 6.30pm.
6. Community Safety Local Area Grants Scheme 2011/12

Helen Wilkinson reported that the Community Safety Partnership had allocated £20,000 to run a Community Safety Local Area Grants Scheme for 2011/12 to address Community Safety issues. The maximum amount for each bid is £2,000 and the deadline for bids would be 12th July. Bids will be considered on 14th July by the Chairmen of the Area Working Group. Applications packs and guidance were available on the Pendle Website. Helen Wilkinson or Geoff Whitehead could be contacted for further information.
7. PACT (Police and Communities Together)
The following PACT priorities were discussed:

Metal Theft – Rushton Street School  
PC Dibb reported that there had been lead thefts from the School and the Holden Centre in Barrowford. Unfortunately the poor quality of the CCTV footage had not helped to catch the offenders. 
Rural Crime/ Poaching 
There had been reports of poaching at Lower Ogden Fisheries. PC Dibb had been working will colleagues from the Ribble Valley to help resolve the issues. A lot of work was happening with the fisheries and there is a meeting being held next week.
Parking issues – Rushton Street School
H-markings have been painted outside the school. The police had carried out high-visibility patrols outside the school, although have been unable to concentrate on this school alone, because of similar issues at other schools in the area.
Taxi tests 
PC Dibb reported 17 taxis were stopped to be checked and 14 of these failed the test.

Speeding
It was asked if the wireless cameras could be used as there are several lamp posts with sockets that might be suitable for CCTV cameras. Helen to make some enquires on this. PC Dibb mentioned the wireless cameras from Environmental Health are being used on a job.

Sgt Pearson reported that a sat nav has been stolen from a vehicle due to it not being locked overnight. Leaflets have been delivered to households in the area to remind residents to lock their vehicles. 
9.   Matters of Concern
Speeding 
Sgt Pearson reported that four police volunteers had been trained to use the camera. There has to be a police officer present when the cameras are being used. A risk assessment was being carried out and this should be completed within the next two weeks. 

Barrowford Show 
It had been requested that the police cadets attended Barrowford Show. PC Dibb would also be working on Barrowford Show day.
Car sales  

Cars for sale had been parked on Gisburn Road which was reported to be causing problems for the shopkeepers who have no where to park, where their shop premises are within a resident parking area. It was noted that if there was more than one car for sale with the same contact number, it would be seen as a business and Trading Standards would be able to take action.
It was mentioned most of the resident parking spaces are available during the day as people are at work and was asked if shopkeepers could have resident parking disc to park there. Another suggestion was to have a 2 hour parking on the lane so cars couldn’t park on there all day. It was agreed that Helen would look into this.
