1. Apologies 

Apologies were received from J. Pope.
2. Minutes of the meeting held 27th June 2011

The minutes from the meeting on Monday 27th June 2011 were approved as a true and correct record.

3. Matters Arising 
a)
Community Safety Local Area Grants Scheme

Helen Wilkinson reported that the Community Safety Partnership had received 14 bids for the Local Area Grants Scheme and 10 had been supported.

There had been one bid from the Barrowford and Western Parishes area, for security at Holmefield House and this bid had been successful. Other bids that had been successful which would benefit residents in the area included:

· Wheels within Wheels to engage young people from across Pendle in activities,

· Pendle Seniors had been granted funding for a project to raise awareness in relation to distraction burglaries and scams among older people and

· Crimestoppers had been granted £500 to help promote the helpline number for anonymous reporting of crime information.

b)
Speeding

It had been asked if mobile CCTV cameras could be plugged into the electricity supply on street lighting columns. Helen Wilkinson reported that enquiries had been made with the County Council Street Lighting Officer who confirmed that this was possible. The Police officer at Head Quarters needed to make contact to arrange.

c)
Car Sales

Cars Sales on Gisburn Road, Barrowford which meant that shopkeepers could not park near their premises had been discussed at the previous meeting. Helen Wilkinson reported that the Council’s Engineering & Special Projects Team had been carrying out traffic studies in the area aiming to introduce business parking permits during the day. A report would be considered by the Area Committee in September with regard to introducing the business permits.

4. PACT (Police and Communities Together)
The following PACT priorities were discussed:

a)
Speeding 
Volunteers have now been trained to use the ‘speed guns’ and will be going out in the next couple of weeks; there will be a police constable with them to carry out the enforcement. It was mentioned no cost has been incurred to get volunteers trained. It was asked if Sgt Pearson could find out which areas have been risk assessed for enforcement.
b)
Rural Crime/ Poaching
In addition to patrols in the rural areas aimed to prevent rural crime and poaching, signage has been put up in different languages with bullet points as well as picture signage. Leaflets have been produced to educate people on fishing/ poaching.
c)
Bullholme Playing Fields 
Concerns have been reported by a few parents about some young people not letting other young people use the Bullholme playing fields.

It was asked if Sgt Pearson could find out why there had been an increase in anti social behaviour in the Blacko and Higherford area.
6.   Matters of Concern
a)
Holmefield Gardens
It was reported by a resident that the Police had sent letters to residents of Holmefield Gardens regarding parking on drop curbs. As most households have two or more vehicles, many end up parking one of the vehicles on the drop curb. The reason for doing this is so it’s easier for others vehicles coming in and out of the estate to drive around. There is an article in the paper regarding fix penalty of £75 for anyone who parks on a drop curb. It was asked if this has been implemented. Cllr Derwent mentioned she will look into this.
Another issue that was reported was the parking at the junction with Gisburn Road, which causes obstruction for vehicles that are trying to enter the estate. There is a car park on either side of the junction but no one parks there. There had been confusion as to who could use the car parks, whether it is resident only parking or not. It was suggested that if residents could use the car parks, it would help to alleviate the parking problems on the estate. Helen Wilkinson would find out who is responsible for the car parks at the entrance to Holmefield Gardens.
b)

Noise Nuisance

It was reported that customers from the George and Dragon pub had been drinking in the street outside the premises. Residents in the area had complained about noise nuisance.
