Figures show burglary, violent crime and criminal damage are showing higher from last year. Sgt Hogkinson reported ongoing investigations are happening following from some of the crimes.
6. Matters of Concern
a) Nora St – Lee St junction – concern about the Lee Street/ Nora Street road junction in Barrowford was raised. There was concern as traffic doesn’t always slow down when crossing the junction and there wasn’t any signage to make motorists aware as to who had priority. They noted that there were road markings, however the volume of traffic parked near the junction, meant that the road markings were not easily seen.

Action – Helen would raise this matter with LCC.
b) Higher Causeway – Residents have mentioned issues with cars parked on the bend.
Action - It was decided to invite a representative from LCC Traffic dept to a meeting regarding parking in Barrowford.
c) Remembrance Day – Blacko Parish Council requested that the police officers stay longer at these events so they could be thanked at the end. Sgt Hodgkinson mentioned officers have many events to attend on that day so it was not possible. 

d) Calendars - Iain Lord mentioned 2012 calendars are on for sale for £5 to raise funds for Holmefield House. 
e) PCSO – Three new PCSOs for Nelson will be in post by end of January; however there will be some movements in the areas.
