1. Apologies 
Apologies were received from Cllr J. David and J. Pope. 

2. Minutes of the last meeting 
PCSO – Recruitment taking place in January and will be in post by the end of March early April. 

Apart from the above amendment the minutes, of the meeting held on 19th December 2011 were approved as a true and correct record. 

3. Matters arising

Barnoldswick Road – it was reported that twice visits had been made to the area and the area will still remain as a priority. 
Rural crime – ongoing work with partner agencies across the border, but rural areas are vulnerable at the moment.
School parking – meeting has not yet taken place. An issue regarding markings outside the entrance of Blacko School was picked up at a meeting. It was asked if the County Council could do a site visit to all schools and make sure regulations and markings are correct. 
A meeting regarding parking in Barrowford had been held. The main issue for retailers and shoppers is there is nowhere to park due to most of the area being a residential parking, even though during the day most of the streets are empty.
Action it was asked if Helen could pick up the issues regarding markings on Higher Causeway, Nora St and Lee St. 
4. 20mph Zones 
It was reported that 20mph zones are to be rolled out in residential areas in Barrowford. Signage has already gone up letting the public know about this. There will be a consultation for 28 days and the first area will be Carr Hall. The speed limits are enforceable. 

5. Scrutiny Review 
It was asked if there were any suggestions for Scrutiny Reviews in 2012/13. No suggestions were put forward at the meeting. 
6. PACT – Police and Communities Together
To address the issue with students from the College hanging around outside the luncheon club, the PCSOs had visited, spoken to the students and moved them away. No further issues had been picked up. Contact had been made with the college to speak to students. 
The Friends of Barrowford Memorial Park had raised drug use as an issue. The police had visited the park, but not found any evidence of drug use. They would continue to monitor the situation.
