1. Apologies 
Apologies were received from J. Pope, Cllr David and Cllr Beckett.

2. Minutes of the last meeting 

The minutes of the meeting held on 12th March were approved as a true and correct record. 

3. Matters arising

a)  Road Markings – H. Wilkinson reported that the road markings on Lee Street had been completed. 

b)  School parking – H. Wilkinson Lancashire Parking Services can now enforce if vehicles are parking on the keep clear and entrance markings outside the schools. Lancashire Parking Services would also review the road markings and report if they needed repainting. Sgt Hodgkinson mentioned police checks have been done on markings and there are no issues. 
c)  Land Rover Rally – This is still going ahead and will last around an hour. No police presence required. 
d)  Crime Figures for ‘Pendleside’ – Sgt Hodgkinson reported the requested for having separate figures for Pendleside is not possible.
4. PACT – Police and Communities Together  
a)  School Parking – Sgt Hodgkinson reported unmarked police vehicles have been outside schools a few parents have been caught and prosecutions will be issued. It was agreed to leave it on the priority list for next time.
b)  New PCSO - Sgt Hodginson reported that PCSO Hazel Thorpe would now be working in Barrowford.
 

c)  Poaching/ Rural Crime - It was reported that Land Rovers had been targeted. It was agreed that rural crime continues to be a priority. 

 

d)  Speeding – The Road Policing Unit have been monitoring speeding vehicles on Gisburn Road which has been a success. In total two vehicles had been caught without insurance, one driver on a mobile phone whilst driving, four for dangerously parking on white lines and two cars had been seized. It was agreed that speeding was no longer a PACT priority.
 

e)  Winston’s Club – Anti social behaviour and criminal damage had been reported. It had been established that Winston’s had been opening beyond the hours permitted by the premises license. The Councils licensing section and the police were taking appropriate action. It was requested that CCTV camera be deployed in the area. H. Wilkinson would look into this. It was agreed that the anti social behaviour at Winston’s Club would be a priority.
