1. Apologies 

Apologies were received from Cllr David, Cllr Beckett and Sgt Hodgkinson

2. Minutes of the last meeting 
The minutes of the meeting held on 28th May were approved as a true and correct record. 

3. Matters Arising 

Neil Goodson from the road policing unit attended the meeting to answer any questions on speeding, as this has been a matter of concern in the area. 
· Barnoldswick Road – Neil reported that a risk assessment has been done and it was not safe to use a speed gun on this road as there was not a clear line of sight. It was asked if the County Council could put an average speed limit light up to remind people if they are speeding.
· Mobile speed van – the van could be parked anywhere as long as its safe to do so and is not causing an obstruction in the road. 

· Changes in motor offences – it was reported there are some changes happening for motor offences. If you are now caught with no seat belt or mobile phone you can attend a course or do an online course instead of getting points on your licence.
· 20mph zones – it was report these are only advisory and can not be enforced. 
4. PACT – Police and Communities Together 

a) Winstons Club – PC Dibb mentioned there have been no further incidents reported. The club has been fined for serving after hours. 

b) Road Safety - PC Dibb reported two hour operations were held Gisburn Road and Higherford and the outcomes were:

Gisburn Road – 
· 8th July 2012 - one person was caught not wearing a seatbelt and one for no insurance. 
· 10th June 2012 – one mobile phone, two seat belts, one arrest for disqualified driver also under the influence of alcohol and three other fix penalties, 

· 13th June 2012 – nine seat belt fines and three mobile phones 

Higherford – 
· 10th July 2012 - six seatbelt offences, one speeding ticket, five warnings and six mobile phone offence

c) Rural Crime - four people have been arrested for daytime poaching. 

RSPCA obtain a warrant for a property in Colne where their found mobile phones, computer evidence and money all relating to animal cruelty.
Copper stolen – PC Dibb reported £6k worth of copper has been stolen from Roughlee. Five males from Birmingham were caught and arrested on the motorway.

PC Dibb mentioned the police now have a new computerised system call Rural Crime Neighbourhood Watch Scheme. If a crime has been logged a text message can now be sent via the online system to the ‘neighbourhood watchers’ and ask them if they have seen anything to contact the police. This will help police catch the people more quickly. PC Dibb also mentioned he is trying to get shop owners on board to create a similar system called ‘Shop Watch’. 
d) Anti Social Behaviour - It was also mentioned due to the school holidays officers will be targeting the main ASB hotspot areas. Test purchasing had also been planned.
