Barnoldswick Road

Members of the Higherford Residents Action Group attended the meeting to report road safety concerns on Barnoldswick Road, Higherford. The main issues raised were:

· High speed traffic 

· Large volume of traffic, and

· Heavy vehicles

Complaints and concerns have been raised with Lancashire County Council for many years, but residents still feel not enough is being done. 

Sgt Hodgkinson mentioned in total four operations have been held on Barnoldswick Road this month 10th, 16th, 17th and 27th July and the outcomes were four drivers prosecuted for speeding, other fines were issued for seatbelts and mobile phones. 

Lancashire County Council is responsible for Speed calming measures.

Suggestions discussed included:- 

· To have a Community Road Watch Scheme;

· To report prosecutions in the local paper to raise awareness of enforcement activity; and

· To have speed calming measures in place.
Agreed: Cllr Derwent mentioned she would report this issue at the next Pendle Three Tier Forum which is to be held on 10th September 2012; and
Agreed: A Community Road Watch Scheme would be a PACT priority.

4. PACT – Police and Communities Together 
School Parking – letters have been sent out to parents about parking outside schools. PCSOs will be patrolling the areas.

Poaching – regularly patrols have been made with the Environmental Agency and a few tickets have been issued. It was also mentioned there is no signage stating you need a licence for fishing near the Heritage Centre.
