1. Apologies 

Apologies were received from Cllr Derwent, J. Pope and C. Webster 
2. Minutes from the last meeting

The minutes of the meeting held on 3rd September 2012 were approved as a true and correct record. 

3. Matters Arising 
Barnoldswick Road 
No update available from the Pendle Three Tier meeting .
The Road Safety plan for Pendle doesn’t include Barnoldswick Road as this is not a high risk area. The three main areas where more resources will be put in is the bypass from Blacko- Burnley, Earby – Kelbrook and Colne. Officers from LCC will be going into schools and pre-schools to raise awareness on road safety as child causalities is the main issue. It has been reported Blacko School has refused this help but further contact will be made with them. 
LCC statistics for speeding enforcements were looked at from last year for Barnoldswick Rd and it seems to be more of a perception then casualties. It was suggested we could look at funding for SPID cameras for Barnoldswick Road but it would be proved difficult due to the number of causalities.

PC Dibb reported Police statistics from the 2006 till date for the Barnoldswick Rd show there has been 1 serious collision, 3 minor and 17 damages where as Gisburn Rd has had 2 fatals, 13 minors and 37 damages in the same period. 

Highways department have responded to a letter and have stated a speeding survey was done last year and results show traffic speed is normal. They have also agreed to have the smiley face speed detector permanently on the road.

A lot of individual groups are worried about road safety and was suggested maybe the groups could work together.  
4. PACT – Police and Communities Together 
Higherford Road - 8 hours enforcement no speeding 

Gisburn Rd – 4 hours no speeding other offences mobile phone and no seat belt

School Parking – weekly contacts made to schools. There have been few issues at Wheatley Lane Rd and home visits have been made. Parking has also been mentioned in the newsletters for new starters. 
Poaching/ Rural – Rural Crime Watch Scheme is working really well and has been rolled out across the county. Signs are to go up for members who have joined. Ongoing work is happening with poaching. 

Nora Street – it was mentioned if a ‘give way’ sign could be put up as the markings on the road will be difficult to see in the winter due to snow.
