1. Apologies
Apologies were received from C. Webster, Cllr David and Cllr Beckett.
2. Minutes from the last meeting 

a) Item 3 Barnoldswick Road – Further clarification was requested with regards to the results from the Speed Survey carried out on Barnoldswick Road. The Chair has requested for the electronic survey results to be brought to the next meeting. It was agreed that PC Dibb would to speak to the County Council.
b) Item 4 PACT Priorities – It was requested that Barnoldswick Road be put down as the first priority.  PC Dibb noted that all PACT priorities were important and that there was not a number order to the priorities.
3. Matters arising

4. PACT – Police and Communities Together 
Inspector Paul Goodall the new Neighbourhood Inspector for Pendle attended the meeting and introduced himself to the group.
a) School Parking – PCSO Hazel Thorp has been working with the schools. Taxis were an issue at Rushton Street School. The Taxi Enforcement Officer from the Council has been contacted and has attended one of the operations. This has had a positive effect. A Restorative Justice approach has also been used with parents at Wheatley Lane School. 

b) Poaching & Rural Crime – Two males have been caught for lambing at Barrowford Locks. These two males are already known to the police and have been fined for a related offence before. A Rural Crime Conference is planned and will be held at Police Head Quarters in December.
c) Speeding Operations at Barnoldswick Road – 8 hours enforcement had been carried out on Barnoldswick Road and no speeding offences had been detected. However there had been 8 offences for seat belts not being worn and mobile phones being used. PC Dibb was awaiting dates for the volunteers to set up an operation using the speed gun. It was asked if Sgt Hodgkinson could chase this up. Timings of the speeding enforcement was carried out was discussed and Inspector Goodall said he would review this. 

Further concern with regards to speeding traffic was noted on Nora Street, where there had been an accident which involved a child and Wheatley Lane Road. It was suggested that a notice for the mobile camera be used and to have article in the papers on speeding in Barrowford and Western Parishes to encourage drivers to watch their speed.
It was decided to keep the same priorities:-
