2. Minutes of the last meeting

Speed Survey results for Barnoldswick Rd – no reply from LCC. Action Sgt Hodgkinson to chase and bring to the next meeting
3. Matters arising
Concerns was raised regarding traffic coming up Higher Causeway on a 30mph road and not seeing the 20mph zone flashing lights near Wheatley Lane. It was suggested to monitor and if any problems to contact LCC traffic department. 

4. PACT – Police and Communities Together 

School Parking – Hazel has been working with the schools and taxi enforcement team. The problem still seems to be the same so it has been agreed tickets with now be issued. A letter has been sent out to notify parents. 

Poaching/ Rural Crime – Sgt Hodgkinson mentioned PC Dibb is now the Wildlife Officer for the Division. Good results on the two males who were caught lamping. Land Rovers are still under threat in the rural areas. 
Speeding Operation on Barnoldswick Road – it was mentioned there were no figures and information available for the speeding operations done as Sgt Pearson is on leave. Awaiting a response from David Harrison regarding the volunteers doing a speeding operation, Sgt Hodgkinson said he would chase this up again. 

It was reported the road policing unit will be targeting the 20mph zone areas this includes all temporary signs too, advisedly letters will be issued to anyone caught. 
Concerns were raised from residents and members of the Higherford Action Group regarding speeding on Barnoldswick Road. Ray Hudson has received a letter from Simon Bucknell from the Traffic Department at LCC stating looking at the statistics and figures there does seem to be a problem with speeding. 
Action:- It was agreed Sgt Hodgkinson would chase LCC for the figures from the speed survey that was done. Geoff also mentioned he would ask for this information. 
Residents at the meeting felt the need of more attention to be given to Wheatley Lane Rd and Gisburn Rd with the recent incidences that have occurred. PC Dibbs and David Harrison were looking into the setting up of a community Road watch scheme
