1. Election of Chair 

Cllr S. Derwent was nominated by Geoff Jackson and seconded by Iain Lord
2. Election of Vice Chair

3. Apologies 

No apologies were received. 

4. Minutes of the last meeting

It was noted the date of the meeting is 8th April not 18th April. Other then that, the minutes of the meeting held on 18th February were approved as a true and correct record. 

5. Matters Arising

Barnoldswick Rd - As agreed at the last meeting Ray Hudson contacted LCC for more information on the speed survey on Barnoldswick Road. He reported to the group on average 5200 vehicles are using the road and the average speed is 32mph. The group discussed how speed could be reduced on this road and it was suggested to have a permanent interactive sign as this seems to have an impact on drivers. This would cost in the region of £5,500 - £7000 plus running costs. It was agreed for the Parish Council to submit a bid to the Area Committee. 
PC Dibb mentioned a speed operation which was held on Barnoldswick Rd on 5th April 2013 (3 – 4.30pm) using the laser speed gun and the average speed picked up on both North and Southbound traffic was 19 – 26mph. 

Speeding issues were also mention on top of Blacko and the bottom of Dicky Nook. A temporary speed camera to be used was suggested but an issue with distance to capture the speed was mentioned. 
It was agreed Helen would write to Simon Bucknell at LCC requesting:-
· If a permanent sign could be placed on Barnoldswick Rd

· More information on an average speed cameras
· If a joint visit could be done by the police and LCC to see what traffic calming measures could be put in place

6. Proposed Future CSP Arrangement 

The Group considered the proposed future CSP arrangements. Recognising the differences in crime type between Nelson and the rural areas of Barrowford & Western Parishes, the Group did not support the suggestion for groups to only operate in the two main townships. They were keen to retain all five meetings across the areas to respond to the local issues in the professional manner enjoyed over the past years.

While recognising the need to save the County Council £17k in not undertaking partnership working, they also noted that the new arrangements did not acknowledge the local information and volunteer contribution to the Community Safety Partnership from local residents and elected members through the Area Working Group meetings.

There was a strong belief among the group that people need to be listened to and have an opportunity to be engaged at a local level. In the spirit of democracy, they were keen for elected members to continue to be represented on the Full Community Safety Partnership.

Further to this, they agreed with all the potential disadvantages set out on page 3 of the report.

Agreed: that comments would be fed back to the Full Community Safety Partnership for consideration.

7. Police & Communities Together (PACT)

Parking at schools – ongoing, working with the Taxi Enforcement Team 

Issue regarding 20mph zone flashing lights on Rushton Street - vehicles coming from the right hand side of Church St and Higher Causeway turning into Rushton Street can’t see them. It was requested if these could be re-located onto Wheatley Lane. It was agreed Helen would add this to the letter to Simon.
