1. Apologies

2. Minutes of the last meeting 
The minutes of the meeting held on 8th April 2013 were approved as a true and correct record. 

3. Matters arising

Permanent Interactive sign on Barnoldswick Rd – Helen contacted Simon Bucknell as agreed at the last meeting. His response is below:- 

“I have no problem meeting the Community Safety Group to discuss the issues regarding Barnoldswick Road but I could only attend during working hours.  It is however unlikely we would be able to warrant the need for average speed cameras on Barnoldswick Road as these are very expensive and not really justified in respect to cost, traffic volume or road safety history (collisions due to excessive speed) on this 'C' classified road.”

20mph flashing lights on Rushton Street – please see attached email. As agreed at the last meeting Helen contacted Simon. Issues were passed onto the team delivering the 20mph zones signs to investigate. The group discussed the email response and did not agree with this. It was agreed PC Dibb would contact the Highway department for more clarification. 

4. PACT – Police and Communities Together 
Speeding/ Rural Areas –Bike Watch Operation ongoing in the area. Presentations are being held at schools of a real accident that has happened including input from the parents of the youths involved in the collision this has had a good impact on the children. 

School parking – Working on targeting newcomers in September 
Poaching/ Rural Crimes – there have been an increase in crimes, farm buildings have been targeted for high power tools etc. Issue is throughout Lancashire and Yorkshire. Intelligence received from the Rural Watch Scheme has implemented in recovering a quad bike and Land Rover, scheme is working well.

6. Matters of Concern
21- 23 Gisburn Road – concerns were raised at the meeting regarding builders who are refurbishing a flat on Gisburn Rd. A skip has been placed in the backstreet and bricks are being thrown from the top window of the flat into the skip which is dangerous as children play in the area. Parking issues were also raised as the vehicles are struggling to get in and out due to the builders van.   

Action - Parking issues can be dealt by the police if vehicle is on yellow lines. It was agreed PC Dibb would look at the parking side.  
Action - Skips and scaffolding is a Council issue and it was agreed Cllr Beckett would contact the Planning and Building office to ask what the terms and conditions are on the planning application which was submitted. It was also advised for the residents to attend the Western Parishes meeting and report their concerns there.
College students – issue with group of students congregating around the Grey Street area on a Friday. Verbal abusive and littering, residents feel intimated. Action - It was agreed Hazel would contact the college and patrol the area.
