1. Apologies

2. Minutes of the last meeting 

The minutes of the meeting held on 4th June 2013 were approved as a true and correct record

3. Matters arising 

20mph zones – PC Dibb circulated a letter from Lancashire Constabulary regarding 20mph zones in Lancashire (please see attached). The group raised concerns over the response from Lancashire County Council and would like the 20mph zone sign to be reposition to the other side of the junction with Higher Causeway. Residents felt having a flashing light did not help as these only operate during school times. It was agreed Saima would report this back to Highways department.
4. PACT Update 

Poaching – PC Dibb reported two warrants for wildlife offences have been issued and mobile tracking devices have been used to implement this. Joint working with the RSPCA surveillance team has been done. Seven dogs have been seized under the dangerous dog act and a press release has been done. It was also reported East Lancashire is the hotspot for rural crimes in the whole of Britain. PC Dibb mentioned the Rural Watch scheme is working really well and a lot of reports are coming via the scheme. It was advised farm buildings need to be more secure, it was discovered farms were not being locked up at night.
School parking – letters will be sent out on the first week back to all newcomers and PCSO Hazel Thorpe will be making weekly contacts with the schools
Speeding – figures for the summer to be brought to the next meeting including bikes

Concerns were raised regarding a vehicle parking on Gisburn Road causing obstruction. It was agreed PC Dibb would contact owner

New cash machine for withdrawing benefits has been installed at the Nelson Post Office. This will make a big difference to ASB/ Crime in Barrowford; at the moment people are travelling to Barrowford to withdraw money. 

Hanging baskets around the area have been stolen, it was reported the police are aware of this.

Drugs – cannabis farm was discovered at an address on Joseph Street

ASB – report on youths diving in the river. Officers have been in the area and youths have been warned. No accidents have been reported. 

PC Dibb to find if Lomeshaye Industrial Estate comes under Pendleside or Barrowford
6. Matters of Concern 

Bank Top Wood – people are camping on the fields but the issue is the rubbish which is left behind. It was as agreed PC Dibb would contact the owner the land and see if signs could then be put up in the area. 

New Church – vehicles parking on the yellow lines, it was reported this is a Parkwise issue not police.
Happy Valley – it was reported there is an issue with buses turning down new church due to parked vehicles. 

PC Dibb reported visits were made by the police and licensing team in pubs around Pendle on a weekend for drugs checks. Overall five packets were found and of minimal amount which was a good result 
Issue was raised regarding service provided by the police. A report was logged with the police on 6th July at 1.44am; two males were checking car doors around Chap Close, a police vehicle drove pasted 25mins later and failed to stop. Residents are not happy with the service provided by the police. It was agreed PC Dibb would speak to the officers involved which this incidence and report back 

21- 23 Gisburn Rd – skip has now been moved off the side of the backstreet. It was report Health and Safety regulations are still not being followed and vehicles are blocking access to the road. Builders’ urinating in the backstreet is still an issue. Cllr Beckett was praised from the residents for his help on this matter. A visit from the Council was made but no feed back from this has been given, it was asked if Cllr Beckett could bring an update to the next meeting. It was agreed PC Dibb would speak to builders regarding urinating in the back street and abuse/harassment. Resident mentioned there are less issues now then the last meeting but still ongoing problems with the work men. 

ASB on Grey Street – college security officer has been in contact with residents on Grey Street regarding youths congregating around that area. The college is now closed for the summer holidays but residents have been promised the issue will be sorted out. It was agreed at the meeting Hazel will make contact with the college on the first week back and will also do patrols around Grey St between 9 – 3pm
