	11. Police and Communities Together (PACT) Update 

PACT Priorities Updates 

· Halifax Road – following on from concerns at the last meeting regarding vehicles pass the red lights an operation was held which was very successful. Altogether three vehicles were caught going through red lights, one car was seized for no insurance and several fixed penalties were given for belts and phones.  PCSO Crossley mentioned another operation will be held soon.
· Kings Causeway – PCSO Crossley reported the issue regarding the car parked on the pavement has been passed onto Parkwise. 

· Massey House – this issue has been passed on to Karen Fitzpartick
· Heyhead Park – Visits have been made to the key areas and one person has been caught for a drugs offence. PCSO Crossley asked residents to contact them if they see any suspicious behaviour in the area.
· ASB – a resident mentioned issues with youths at the back of Landless Street. A voice message was left with the police and a visit was made to the station the following day but has had no contact from the police.

PCSO Crossley mentioned that all voice messages are re-routed to one phone and picked up on a daily basis and emails are sent out to relevant officers.

All crime for June 2010 was 62 offences and June 2011 was 37 offences. There was a reduction of 25 offences (down 40%).
PCSO Crossley updated the group of the incident that happen last weekend with the EDL Protest, a mini demo occurred in Brierfield town centre involving members of the EDL. The incident was quickly under control by officers. Fours arrests have been made and investigation is still ongoing. The crimes have been logged and CCTV footage is being looked at. 
A male was attacked a few weeks ago sustaining a serious head injury. To arrests have been made and one handed himself in. Police are looking for two suspects. PCSO Crossley mentioned the feud was drugs related. 

There has been a gang crime in the Brierfield, it is a family feud that’s been going on for a while, the violence is against each other. Police are involved and are targeting the two families. 

There were concerns shown from the residents who feel tension in the air with the incidents that have happened in the last few weeks. Residents feel affected by the weapons being used by gangs and feel under threat of being caught in the middle. 
PCSO Crossley reassured the group that police are aware of the individuals and are targeting them.

	Matters of Concern

Volley Ball event held on Sunday at Parson Clough – there were concerns from the residents regarding the stewarding of event. Cars were doubled parked and also parked on the grassed area which made if difficult to drive and was also dangerous. Big events need to have better organisation and the residents felt that something needs to be in place by the Council when venues are booked and police input is needed. Colin Patten and the Police were notified of the issues. 
Action 13/5 To write to the organisers regarding better organisation and stewarding of the event. 

Pennine Way - a traffic count has been done a while ago but the results have not been fed through to the meeting. PCSO Crossley mentioned this would have been undertaken by the traffic section. 
Action 13/6 Rebecca to follow up with Highways.

Parking Bay on Colne Road – a question was asked of how many metres does a parking bay have to be away from a junction 
Action 13/7 Rebecca to follow this up with Highways 

Parking on double yellow lines outside the Co-op. It was mentioned that tickets have been issued by Parkwise. 

It was asked if some information could be provided on what road works are happening at the railway station.  

Action 13/8  Rebecca to follow this up with highways
Uninsured vehicles – PCSO Crossley reported there has been an operation to crackdown on uninsured vehicles. Police vehicles have ANPR system which scans for Tax, MOT and insurance. Vehicles have been ceased if there is no insurance. In this area there is currently 3/4 vehicles a week which are being pulled for no insurance. DVLA is also going around streets each month to see if there are any untaxed vehicles. 
Fireworks – residents have complained over fireworks being let off during the night. PCSO Crossley mentioned cut off time for fireworks is 11pm and they should be let off away from the highways. If there are any more incidents to ring up the Police. 
It was asked if PCSO Crossley could bring some leaflets with contact number and opening times of the police station to the next meeting
