	Matters Arising 
Fireworks 
Residents had some concerns over fireworks being set off to mark the end of Ramadan. It was reported fireworks can be set off anytime of the year as long as its away from the highways. The cut off point for fireworks is 11pm with the exception of New Year which is 1am.
Speeding at Pennine Way 
Tests have been done by the Highway department last March. Results are 85% of vehicles are driving at 30mph or less; however there has been some evidence of speeding with vehicles driving at a speed of 53.1mph. Statistics show there are 300 vehicles passing each way daily. Highway department feel there is no action needed at the moment, but have mentioned the road will be included under the 20mph zone roads which will be implemented next year. 

It was mentioned speed testing for traffic to Reedley Road and Heyhead Road was missed. 

It would be easier for speeding bumps to be put in place though there is no budget available. 
Action 14/1 Cllr Blomeley to pursue this with the Highway Department.

	Matters of Concern

Fraudulent Insurance Claim – car insurance is a big issue in the BB9 area. Brierfield is known to be the 2nd highest town with fraudulent claims in the country. PC Magee mentioned any issues reported to the police will be investigated thoroughly. 
The Crescent – it was reported that a gang of youths are gathering on the street which is very disturbing for the residents. There is a suspicion drugs are involved. PC Clough mentioned officers have been to the mosque to speak to parents about their children to make sure they know where they are and what they doing. It was quiet on the weekend and maybe this was due to it being Ramadan
Cars parked on Colne Road – issue with cars for sale on Colne Road outside the Oaks Hotel. Complaints have been made by residents as well as the hotel Manager. Cllr Blomeley has spoken to Peter Atkinson from the Highway section about the issue and is pursuing double yellow lines which will take time. PC Magee mentioned he could get courtesy letters put on windscreens asking to move their cars. 
Halifax road – it was mentioned traffic is still going through the no entry sign. Concerns about youths on bikes with no helmets. 

Action 14/2 – agreed PC Magee will go to schools to speak to children about safety. This will be done in term time. 

Kings Causeway – Karen reported, that Simon Bucknell from Highways has advised to encourage residents of Kings Causeway to put in a bid for a speed indicator device due to the concerns raised with speeding. Bids are to be sent to the Town Council or Area Committee. Cost of the device is £3k plus installation 

Closure of Brierfield Police Station – due to saving it has been proposed to close the reception area at Brierfield Police Stations. The building will still be used as a base for officers but the public will not be able to come and speak to anyone. The review is still undergoing if anyone would like to voice their concerns you need to write to the Lancashire Constabulary to the attention of Inspector Ian Cooper by 31st August. If anyone would like the address please contact Cllr Tomlinson. 
Cllr Blomeley reported the Council has met with Clive Tattum to express their concerns and will also be writing a letter. 

Untaxed vehicles – there is confusion as to who to contact if you would like to report an untaxed vehicle. It has been reported DVLA has said if you would like to report an untaxed vehicle you can only do it via email or text and if the vehicle is showing an old tax disc then it’s an issue for the police. PC Magee mentioned it is not a police issue and if the police see an untaxed vehicle they contact DVLA. A DVLA van has been seen and there have been a few vehicles that have been clamped. 

Street trading – it has been reported mobile vans selling merchandise have been seen at the back street of Clegg Street. PC Magee mentioned they should have a license to sell which they can apply for from Pendle Council. The only streets that are banned from traders are Walter Street and Arthur Street.
