1. Apologies

4. Police and Communities Together (PACT) Update

PACT Priorities Updates 

Reedley 

· Dug out area at Belverdere and Calderdale football pitch – youths been caught drinking and they have been asked to move. The area will remain on the weekend patrol plan 
· Cars for sale – courtesy letters have been sent to owners of the vehicles parked on Colne Road outside the Oaks Hotel for them to be moved. 

Brierfield 

· Speeding – PC Magee reported he went out with the camera around Colne Rd, Halifax Rd and Higher Reedley Rd. In total there were 16 fixed penalties given, and numerous speed awareness warnings.
· Accident at St Lukes Church – an accident occurred on Monday 9th September which involved a blue Subaru and an Audi. The women driving the Audi occurred horrific injuries including broken legs. The driver of the Subaru abandoned his vehicle and was later arrested at Bury Hospital were he was being treated for his injuries. He is now on bail and not allowed in Brierfield.

For 2010 in period 17th August to 28th September there were 99 calls received in relation to anti-social behaviour. In 2011, for same period there were 62 calls received. A drop in 37 calls received regarding ASB. 

PC Magee mentioned burglary in a dwelling has gone up by 10 in Brierfield. Burglaries on Humphrey St, Chatburn Park Drive, Meadow Close and Pennine Way have been reported and have all been done during the day. A vehicle has also been linked to one of the burglaries. Arrests have been made and investigations are still on going.

6. Community Safety Strategic Assessment 2011/12

The Community Safety Partnership is seeking views on the Strategic Assessment. The group was asked:-

· What are the key community safety issues you think need tackling in your area?

· What issues have the biggest impact on people’s sense of safety? and 

· What has the biggest impact on quality of life?

Residents feel Anti Social Drivers and rubbish are the main issues that need tackling in Brierfield and Reedley. 

It was mentioned takeaway disposables are a major issue on carparks.  
Action – 15/1 – Karen to feed these issues to Helen

7. Matters of Concern
Empty Furniture shop, Burnley Rd – a chair was fitted on the building when it was opened, this has now become loose and it is dangerous. Also the wooden panels have been pulled off.
Action 15/2 PC Magee to find details of the owner for the premises and contact them

It was reported that the back street of Sackville Gardens and Landless St is being used to repair cars and parked cars continue to block the back street. No emergency vehicles have access, they do not have front access on Landless Street
Action 15/3 PC Magee to follow this up
Issue regarding vans parked on the pavement on both side of the bottom of Richard St, which is causing the public to walk on the road. 
Action 15/4 PC Magee to speak to the owner of the vehicles
An email was sent by John Grice regarding back street lighting between numbers 10 to 34 Albion Street Brierfield, there have been several burglaries in this area and is believed that poor lighting is a contributory factor in the occurrence of offences.  
It was reported that Cllr Khan mentioned this issue at the financial meeting and he was advised to attend PACT meeting where theses issues are fed. It was asked if invitations could be extended to Town Councillors. PC Magee mentioned all the burglaries reported had occurred during the day and street lighting was not an issue. 
Action 15/5 It was asked if Karen could report the street lighting to Highways and respond to the email.  

Solar Street Lights – an issue with the new street lights being implemented was reported. Resident felt that it was harder to see in the dark with these new lights fitted. 
Action 15/6 It was asked if Karen could feed this back to Highways.
