4. Police and Communities Together (PACT) Update

PACT Priorities Updates 

Speeding – PC Magee reported the cameras have been out on various roads and there was a good response. 

PC Magee mentioned he reported a car on the back of Colne Road to DVLA who have responded well. 

Foot patrols are being done in the areas where burglaries have taken place. 
It was reported parts of Land Rovers have been stolen, there is ongoing work on this by the police.   
Cash bags have been stolen out of taxis in Nelson – taxi drivers have been advised to make sure cash and tom-tom’s etc are taken out and doors locked.
Scrap metal/ War memorial – it was reported Council/ Parish Councils have been asked to take photos so we have a record of what we have. 
Pennine Way – PC Magee reported a Nelson man has been charged and is on remand for the burglaries on Pennine way.

Burglary in a dwelling has gone up by 4, it has been reported culprits are from the Burnley area. 

Violent crime has gone up by 3, it was mentioned there was nothing to worry about and most of the incidents were to do with domestic violence and drunken behaviour but have to be logged as violent crimes. 

ASB is down by 9, usually is high at this time of the year due to bonfire night but might have made a difference with it being Eid the next day.

PC Magee reported Operation Bright Sparks was launched 2-3 weeks before bonfire night which was a great success over a £1000 worth of fireworks were seized including bangers which are illegal.  

PACT Priorities 

Speeding – Colne Rd, Halifax Rd, Pennine Way and Kings Causeway

The Crescent, Reedley – issue with gangs congregating in this area where the new houses are being built. Take away disposals and used condom wrappers have been found. The area is on the patrol plan.
6. Matters of Concern
Halloween 

Residents reported they had no issues with Halloween this year and children that did come around had an adult with them.

Elections 
It was asked if there was any feedback from the issues raised in Brierfield regarding the polling stations.

Scams 
Its that time of year when scams are happening. Crimestoppers have given information on the two main ones;-

· Parcel - You receive a post card through the letterbox asking you to ring up the number for a parcel; Do not ring it will cost you a fortune to ring up.
· Cash backs – make sure you check you’re till receipt. Cashiers are taking cash back from your card even though you haven’t asked for it and their ‘friend’ who is in the queue behind you is handed the money so it cant be proved on CCTV
