1. Apologies

2. Minutes of the last meeting 

The minutes of the meeting held 9th November 2011 were approved as a true and correct record. 

3. Matters arising 

Solar lighting
The lights are not solar powered lamps but LED bulbs which are low energy consumption. Cllr Blomeley asked LCC Highways to review the adequacy of light from these new lamps around Massey Street, but they are being widely introduced in residential areas as part of LCC's drive to reduce energy consumption and cost. Karen also mentioned an officer has been out to review the lighting and it has been reported as adequate lighting. 

Elections 
It was reported that Cllr Blomeley has raised this issues with Stephen Barnes (returning officer) and Clive Tattum (Police) and has been told concerns will be taken on board when they are planning for the elections in May 2012. Residents felt they issues are not being dealt with and want answers.

Care Home Brierfield – a staff meeting has been held at the children’s home with regards to high volume of police calls received. Issues have been resolved and no police required.
