1. Apologies 
Apologies were received from M. Tull, T. Barton. T. Sutton and R. Ramsey

2. Minutes of the last meeting 

Mansfield Crescent– concerns from residents over Housing Pendle crossing the ‘no entry’ sign to get to the office whilst working on the bungalows. 

Apart from the above change the minutes of the meeting held on 14th December 2011 were approved as a true and correct record. 

3. Matter arising 
Solar Lighting 

Concern was raised that the lighting is not adequate. Residents felt that it was better on some streets then others. 

4. Elections 
There was a discussion regarding the issues raised after the elections in 2011 and residents felt their concerns have not been taken on board. Issues were mentioned to the Returning Officer Stephen Barnes on the day and a letter of complaint was sent by a resident but still not had a response from him.

A report was sent around by Mike Sutcliffe and was read out at the meeting. Sgt Hodgkinson reported they can not have police presence at polling stations due to resources and the police need a signed statement before they can further investigate. Sgt Hodgkinson explained that complaints were investigated at the time however, there was nothing criminal identified.  It was suggested to residents, if they feel that there are further issues, then to make a further complaint. Other suggestions were to get the press involved or that residents complain to Stephen Barnes on mass, possibly via Cllr Tomlinson. 

Sgt Hodgkinson also mentioned he will pass the report onto Clive Tattum
5. 20mph Zones roll out 
Cllr Blomeley reported 20mph zones are to be rolled out at the end of this year in Brierfield. They will be rolled out on residential roads and markings/ signage will be up in the areas. This is happening in the whole of Pendle. 

Sgt Hodgkinson reported this has happened in Rossendale but the issues they had were these were only advisory speed limits and not enforceable ones. It needs to be asked is this the same for Pendle.

7. Police and Communities Together (PACT) Updates

Co-op Shop – reports of ASB issues with staff, no further calls received 

Carleton St/ Sackville St – issue with youths gathering in derelict houses. Council and private landlords have been contacted to board up houses, no further calls received. 
Landless Street sheds – ongoing investigation no further calls received. 

Reedley 

Wharf Dale Area – problem family which Karen has been working with – no calls received for a while. 
Higher Reedley Road – issue highlighted with vehicles running through red lights. An operation was held which proved to be success, seven tickets were handed out and a car was seized. 

Mount St – two groups were involved in an incident, arrests have been made and CID are involved. Re-assurance was given that the assault was not on a member of the public and investigations are on going.

Concerns speeding on Reedley Road and Pennine Way have been mentioned but not picked up by the Police. It was reported a speeding enforcement operation is to take place and these areas will be included.

Road Closure – from the 13th February – 27th April 2012 Scotland Road in Nelson will be closed to traffic between Fountain Street and Clayton St due to some maintenance work. 
Litter – it was reported by a resident there is a lot of litter around Dixy Chicken Take Away. Police to forward this issue onto the enforcement team
