3. Matters arising 

Elections 

Following on from the last meeting some of the residents wrote to Philip Mousdale and they all received a response back. Audrey read out parts of the letter received by Florence. The Council has promised to work closely with the Police and Parties, and will be looking at presence on the day at the polling stations. It was also mentioned in the letter that the Council is aware of the concern over postal voting.  

Sgt Hodgkinson reported he will be incharge of the elections this year and the problem stations will receive extra attention. 
It was asked if residents could contact the police and put in writing anything they witness this year. 

20mph Zones 

It was reported these zones will be enforceable but there is an issue with not being enough distance to technically record the speeding vehicles by the hand held speed cameras

4. Overview and Scrutiny Work Programme 2012/13
The group was asked if there were any suggestions for next year. These do not have to be council services. The meeting to discuss the work programme is next week so it was asked if suggestions could be forwarded to Kath Haydock. 

Speeding – Reedley Rd and Pennine Way – it was asked if stickers could be put on wheelie bins to warn drivers of the speed limit on these streets, this has been done before and was proven to be a success. 

Action – Becs to contact Operational Services

Mark reported he is still awaiting results on a bid for a smiley face trailer to warn drivers by a sad face if they are over the speed limit. 

5. Police and Communities Together - PACT 

Carleton St/ Sackville St – ASB issues with empty properties on these streets the Council has been alerted and most of the properties have now been boarded up. 

Massey St Park – ASB in the park and backstreet, area still remains on the priority list. 

Heyhead Park – issue with ASB ongoing investigations regarding abusing members using the Balling Green area

It was reported daily patrols are done around Sackville Gardens, Landless St and Massey St and will remain as a priority on the patrol plan. 

The group was made aware of the new emergency number for the Police which is 101. 

Sgt Hodgkinson mentioned PCSO will be in post by early/ mid April.
