1. Apologies

2. Minutes of the Last Meeting

3. Matters arising 
Concert – the proceeds from the concert were divided to Royal British Legion and Pendle Hospice. Cllr McCormick Audrey for all her hard work in organising the event.

Smiley Face speed calculator – it was asked when this will be placed at Kings Causeway. Sgt Hodgkinson to find out

4. PACT – Police and Communities Together

Montague Street – it was reported the caravan has now been moved.

Newsagent on Walter Street – the issue still remains with the shopkeeper still having items outside the shop. It was reported the Police have arranged to go to see the owner with Environmental Health Services. 
Parking issues at Woodfield Nursery – contacts have been made with the nursery who don’t seem to think there is a problem. It has been decided to keep it on the patrol plan. 

Back Street of the Police Station – ongoing investigation working with Pendle Council. The flytipping has been removed by the Council. It was asked if Karen could feed this issue to Tim Horsley. 

Clitheroe Road Bridge over Motorway (S Bends) – it was reported no vehicle was parked there when police checks were done, and was asked if residents could contact them when it’s there. 

Sackville Gardens/ Landless St – parking issues no easy solutions, can ask residents not to park there but can’t stop them. 
Sgt Hodgkinson reported there have been three drugs warrants and three vehicles stopped, two for bad driving and one for drugs. 
Sgt Hodgkinson updated the group on the disorder that occurred a few weeks ago in which three police vehicles were damaged. It was relating to an incident that had happened between some youths from Arthur Street and an address in Nelson. There were no issues as a community on the whole. The main culprits were teenagers and it was mostly in the evening when parents were at the mosque due to Ramadan prayers. Officers were in the area between 6pm – 2am this kept the ASB down and also gave officers a chance to build a relationship with the residents especially the Asian community.

There was police presence in Brierfield on Sunday (20th Aug) with it being Eid, and it was much quieter and there were no issues.

6. Matters of Concern

St Luke’s Church – a window has been smashed, the CCTV was at the front of church. Tim has been contacted to ask if the CCTV could be moved. It was suggested if signage could go up to make people aware CCTV is in operation.

Mamma’s takeaway, Railway St – it was reported there is a skip on the backstreet overflowing with rubbish from the takeaway. It was agreed Karen would feed this back to Tim. It was also mentioned an EVA was scheduled for September. 

Colne Road – a green van parked there with a tax disc which expired in February. Police to take this on board; group was also advised to reporting these issues on the DVLA website. 
Hillsborough, Kings Causeway – issue with litter mainly takeaway boxes/ wrappers and glass bottles. Agreed Karen would report this back  
20mph zones – this will be happening in Brierfield and Reedley – it was asked if Saima could bring 20mph stickers to the next meeting.
