6. Matters of Concern

Marsden Heights Carpark – concerns raised regarding suspicious vehicles parked on the car park.

Walter Street – issue with parked vehicles on the pavement, which is causing obstruction for resident. The shopkeeper is storing items on the pavement which is causing obstruction. Action - Karen to report this issue to the Council

John Bradley Playing Fields – empty bottles, cans and takeaway rubbish. Action - Karen to feed this issue to Pendle Council  
Co-op Cash Machine –two males were seen around the area acting suspiciously. It was believed there has been some interference with the cash machine. Description of the males and the car details were passed onto the police and investigations are still ongoing. It was advised for people to be careful as this is a common fraud that is happening. Action – PC Magee to bring an update to the next meeting.
