2. Minutes of the meeting

Rubbish at the back of the Police Station – Karen mentioned the next EVA is planned for 18th March 

3. Matters Arising 
Heyhead Park – ongoing problems around this area, hard to identify the group of youths due to lack of lighting, suggestion to have a light put up in the area which may help. Park Lane/ Drive two ringleaders have been identified and working on an ASBO 
Marsden Cross – issue with youth congregating at the top

Marsden Cross and Heyhead Park – footpath pass the park ‘wood area’ a lot of glass bottles and rubbish gathering in that area.
4. SPID Camera 
No update deferred to the next meeting

5. PACT
Heyhead Park/ Pink Elephant – patrols have been done around the park and have identified youths who are expelled from schools. There are two ringleaders who are older. Paperwork is being processed for an ASBO and also looking at parental orders in this case. This is the first time in Brierfield for an ASBO to be issued a lot of work and officer time is put in to get an ASBO the two youths who we are working on have been arrested four times this week. They have also been caught breaking a window on CCTV. 

Mini Motors, Quarkers/ Clitheroe Rd area - the bike belongs to a individual from Burnley but he wasn’t riding it

ASB figures are high due to:-

Wild Party – at Pennine Way over 100 people attended this party which was publicised on Facebook. Damages were done in and around the area by drunken teenagers. Most of the people attending the party were from Burnley.

Snowball Fight at Marsden Heights – Major impact why ASB figures are high.

Reedley Drive attack – incidence reported by a resident regarding a group of youths on bikes attacking an individual 

Landless St/ Sackville St – number of burglaries have occurred in this area. Individual arrested and remanded from the area. Two others arrests have been made and property recovered. Also a shed has been broken into and the property has been recovered.
7. Matters of Concern
Tennis Courts, Holden Rd – concerns were raised from residents of older youths playing crickets. Last year windows were broken of properties. PC Magee said we can’t stop people playing on the courts, but suggested that residents should contact the Parks and Recreation Services to see if fencing could be put up. Cllr McCormick mentioned she will take this up the Parks department. It was also suggested to take this issue to the Brierfield Town Council Meeting which is taking place 3rd March

Door knocking – it was reported there was a male knocking on doors around Albert Street (Sheltered Accommodation).  PC Magee mentioned the male is known and is a drug addict he did this around Christmas time. Finger prints have been taken from the letter box of one property and signage has been put up and letters have been posted around the area. 
Garage, Burnley Rd – garage parking cars in the forecourt for sale causing issues for drivers who are wanting to turn into Richard Street. 

Four Oaks – derelict house off Reedley Rd. Taxi drivers dropping youths off and youths are getting into the building which is not safe. Action:- Police to patrol the area and Karen to find out if the building is secure. The building is owned by Cross Construction.
