5. Matters Arising 
Neighbourhood Watch Scheme – contacts have been made by Keith Sanderson to the residents who are interested
Rubbish at the back of the Police Station – issue with the backstreet being unadopted. Due to shortage in resources the backstreet is cleared only once a week. 

Four Oaks – Cllr McCormick has met with the owner who has said there isn’t enough resources to do the work and the building is now secure.

6. SPID Camera

7. Proposed Future CSP Arrangement  

The Group considered the proposed future CSP arrangements and don’t agree to merge the Community Safety Partnership. Concerns were also raised regarding the groups only operating in only Nelson and Colne and don’t agree with this as the group felt there are more crime issues in Brierfield. However, they are happy to change the meetings to bi-monthly basis and see if it works. Cllr McCormick mentioned she would report this proposal to her Executive group.

ASB/ Scrap metal – empty properties have been targeted. Arrests have been and individuals are on bail. Metal theft is a major concern in Pendle

10.  Matters of Concern
Travelling community living in Brierfield – the police are aware of this

Concerns were raised over a dangerous building opposite the Wagon and Horses. It was asked if a fence could be put around the building. Action - It was agreed Cllr F. Tomlinson would take this suggestion to the next Area Committee in May after the elections

Empty house on Bank St – residents feel it isn’t a nice sight as soon as you come into Brierfield to see the boarded up property opposite the Unique Fireplace. Action It was asked of Karen could find out who is the owner

Cottages, nr St Lukes – it was reported these are up for sale and no more information was available

Bodies in Motion – residents raised concerns over a hole in the ground of the forecourt, Action it was asked if Cllr F Tomlinson could mention at Area Committee
Rubbish/ Dog Dirt – residents feel this seems to have got worse around Walter St area. It was reported joint patrols have been done by the police and dog wardens at Pendle Council and prosecutions have been made. EVAs are being done regularly. Action It was asked if Karen could find out when the next EVA for Walter St/ Crabtree St is

Witness Sign, Colne Rd – sign was put up asking for witnesses to come forward regarding an accident which occurred last year. It was asked if the sign could be taken down 

Power House Gym – following on from the Child Sex Exploitation case in Brierfield concerns were raised regarding young group of girls hanging around the gym in the evening. It was agreed PC Magee would report this back to the CSE team. The group was told there are four dedicated officers who are working in Nelson and Brierfield focussing on CSE and are targeting offenders and hotspot areas. Visits are also being made in schools 
Rat/ mice – a suggestion was put forward to have posters around the area about rats/mice. Action It was agreed to take this suggestion to the BRAG meeting

Elections – it was reported the same process would be in place as last year and Sgt Hodgkinson will be leading it.
