1. Apologies 

Apologies were from V. Breaks. J. Goss and Sgt Hitichin 
2. Minutes from the last meeting 

The minutes of the meeting held on 12th June 2013 were approved as a true and correct record

3. Matters arising 

Bodies in Motion – a board has been placed over the hole in the forecourt 
Posters of rats/mice – children from three primary schools will be designing posters for a competition. BRAG are working with the Environmental Team at Pendle Council. Action:- It was asked if Audrey could bring an update to the next meeting 
Boarded up property on Bank St – No success in making contacts with the owners

20mph zones on Pennine Way/ Crescent – email from Simon Bucknell stating repeater signs have been placed on Pennine Way/ Crescent to re-enforce the 20mph limit to users of the highway and don’t instruct drivers that they are entering a road from a higher speed limit. The speed limit change points (where the road changes from 30mph to 20mph) are positioned on Reedley Rd as its junctions with both Burnley Rd and Higher Reedley Rd and on Pennine Way as its junction with Halifax Rd. Therefore no need to place the repeater signage on the entrance to the street from Reedley Road as this road leading onto Pennine Way is also restricted to 20mph and we currently have 20mph gateway signs on the junction of Halifax Rd. It is also worth noting that this meets the DfT guidance or standard practice for the erection of 20mph repeater signage on the highway to position the signage at a set point from the junction position and at certain distances subject to the length of the road. 
If residents consider vehicles are exceeding the posted speed limit, then a speed survey could be undertaken (after school holiday period) to ascertain if additional advisory measures are required to re-enforce the 20mph speed limit applied on Pennine Way 
Mansfield Crescent – checks have been made and lighting is adequate and meets the new standards

4. PACT – (Police and Communities Together)

Uninsured/ speeding vehicles – Police are aware of these issues and a planned enforcement day is to be done in Brierfield
Illegal Cigarettes – Trading Standards are involved, there are ongoing investigation with the shop, drug dealing also been mentioned.
Overall, a lot of work is being done in Brierfield with youths by the Regenerate Team and Brierfield Action in the Community (BAIC). Anti Social Behaviour Orders have been issued and there has been a reduction in ASB due to this. Five arrests on breach of order, this is due to entering areas where the individuals are banned from and not causing ASB

Unlocked Vehicles – thefts of Sat Navs and mobile phones due to cars being left unlocked. Issue is in Reedley area and arrests have been made. Advice was given to residents to make sure cars are locked. 
It was reported garages have been broken into around Brier Crescent, Edge End Ave, patrols have been done by officers in plain clothing

Drugs – still an issue and ongoing work is happening. It was mentioned other areas have got the same issue. 

ASB issues on Bank St – concerns raised about 101 number. Action- it was agreed PC Feather would report this issue back and Cllr Tomlinson said she would bring some Crimestoppers leaflet to the next meeting 
6. Matters of Concern
Higher Reedley Rd – speeding at night. It was agreed to include this area on speed enforcement day. ANPR patrols to be done on Pennine Crescent. PC Feather mentioned the Road Traffic Policing Team do come to Brierfield a lot at night and police are also working with insurance companies and full checks are being done. Dodgy number plates/ tinted windows also a problem in Brierfield.
Seatbelts/ car seats – work to be done on this after the school holidays
Reedley school – issues regarding parking around the area, this to be added to the patrol plan 
Colne Road– resident raised concerns over speeding, seems to be a circuit around the area with cars racing to Duke Bar (Burnley) and back. It was reported this issue is well known to the police and cars have been taken of the road for these kinds of offences. 

Traffic lights, Halifax Rd– Action: it was asked if Saima could chase LCC on this

Pedal bikes on pavement - concerns were raised on the amount of pedal bikes on the pavement – it was mentioned this is an offence 
Priorities 

· Speeding vehicles – whole area

· Driving offence – race circuits ANPR

· Bikes on pavements

· Car seat /parking – Woodfield Nursery after the holidays
Tennis Courts – it was reported the issues are still ongoing but less frequent 

Taylor St (old entrance to Mansfield School) – concerns were raised about youths in parked vehicles in the area, evidence of drug/ drink use happening and also takeaway rubbish. It was agreed PCSO Jones would speak to Pendle Council regarding the rubbish and ask if a bin could be placed in the area. Patrols to be done by the police
St Luke Church – ASB issues were reported. Drug/ alcohol use was also mentioned. It was agreed a meeting between the Church warden and the police to be held. It was also agreed the camera to be deployed to the area. 

Woodfield Nursery – it was reported youths were getting in the nursery in the evening again. It was agreed the police would patrol this area
