1. Apologies

2. Minutes of the last meeting

The minutes of the meeting held on 31st July 2013 were approved as a true and correct record. 

3. Matters arising 
Posters – Audrey reported the committee judged the posters. There was one winner from each school and one overall winner. Posters are to be printed onto metal sheets and will be put around schools and Town Centre. 

Bodies in Motion – hole in the forecourt has now been filled and paved. 

Illegal Cigarettes – Walter street shop, cigarettes have been recovered from a vehicle which is owned by the shop. This was a repeat offence by the shop and investigations are ongoing with Trading Standards

Woodfield Nursery – there are less ASB issues, residents thanked the police for all the help at the nursery and St Luke Church. It mentioned the CCTV will be deployed to the Church again. 

Item 6 – speeding, Higher Causeway – it was reported the 20mph zones have come in effect from Monday, and an article has been published in the Newspaper. 

4. PACT Update (Police and Communities Together)
Old Mansfield Site – a padlock has now been fitted onto the gate and police patrols have been carried out, no further issues have been reported but will add the area on the weekend patrol plan. 

Speeding/ Parking around schools – several locations around Brierfield. Two visits with speed guns and enforcements have been done. Vehicles have been stopped and advice given. Fines have been issued for mobile phone use whilst driving and seat belt fines. Officers have attended open evenings to speak to parents about school parking and had a good response. It was agreed parking will continue to be monitored. Residents requested patrols to be done at Marsden Heights and Holy Trinity 
Property on Burnley Rd – it was reported a lot of ASB in this area was caused due to this property and is mainly drug related. A closure order will be granted if individual doesn’t move out this week. 

Road Traffic enforcement day with children, using the CCTV Van etc 

Residents mentioned the information displayed in the window of the police station was useful and asked if it could carry on.
The group thanked the police for all their work in the area
