Welcome and to receive any apologies for absence
Councillor David Whipp welcomed everyone to the meeting and thanked them for their attendance.
Apologies for absence were received from: Aziz Ahmad, Steffani Hull, Caroline Harrison and Shazad Sarwar.
2.
Minutes from last meeting

The minutes of the last Full Community Safety Partnership held on 10th June, 2019 were approved as a correct record.
3.
Pendle Community Safety Strategy Plan
a) Partnership Plan 2019-22
Sarah Astin-Wood noted that the Partnership Plan for 2019-22 has now been finalised. She requested that all partners now communicate the plan where possible. The plan has so far been shared by the Pendle Borough Council Communications Team, ‘That’s Lancashire’ TV broadcast and the local press have also picked up on it and have been spreading the communication.
Action:  All partners to promote the plan through their own communication channels, including social media etc.
b) Updates from each Task and Finish Group, including any discussion points or decisions for the CSP

Keeping young people and adults with vulnerabilities safe – Claire Bennett

Claire ran through the latest projects which the task and finish group had been working on:
· Met once and identified foundations to develop milestones for key actions.  

· All satellite group meetings are covered except Pan Lancashire Anti-Slavery Partnership 

· Work around the DV Forum and White Ribbon is already in hand and can be monitored by this group.  

· Specifics measurable action plan is under development
· Draft action plan circulated to all partners
No decisions needed from the CSP at this stage.

Tackling the causes of crime through education (awareness-raising) and early intervention – Andy Cartwright

Andy ran through the latest projects which the task and finish group had been working on, including a pastoral ‘carousel’ event planned at Pendle Vale College on 4th October 2019. The four planned sessions are:

· Police - knife crime presentation, including legalities/powers around carrying a knife and consequences 

· LCC Children, Families and Wellbeing Service - session around what it is to be a good citizen and where to get help and support (prevention/early intervention)

· NWAS - What to do immediately after a stabbing incident (basic first aid), impact of knife crime on NWAS / and the wider health service

· Insitu - interactive Talkaoke session to listen to the young people's voice on knife crime in a facilitated discussion
Knife bins are being provided in the local area for residents to hand in knives to get them off the streets
Members of the partnership requested that the messages attached to any knife bins state that they are there as an early intervention measure to try to reassure the public that there is not a problem at this stage. Following the advice from Andy that one bin will be available for all of Pendle,, it was suggested that ASDA car park could be a good location for it.
Action:  Tim to speak to ASDA about the possibility of having a knife bin located at ASDA car park.

Community Engagement in community safety priorities – Shazad Sarwar 
In Shazad’s absence, Sarah ran through the different methods which the Community Safety projects were being circulated to residents:

· Neighbourhood Watch schemes 
· Our Lancashire are now expanding their team and will support – a launch event will be taking place on 27th November
· Through various websites and e-letters

· Social media

The old roller banners were shown to CSP members, and it was agreed that they were looking dated and should be replaced. The new ones could then be displayed at the upcoming 16 days of action events in November and any future events etc.
Action: Sarah to ask that Audrey Drinkwater looks at getting some replacement banners.

Pennine CSP – new footprint
Sarah Astin-Wood gave a brief update around the new footprint for the Pennine CSP, which includes Blackburn with Darwen, Burnley, Rossendale and now Hyndburn. Sarah does attend the meetings where possible, but as yet both Pendle and Ribble Valley both have separate CSP groups in place and presently have no desire to join a wider partnership at this stage.

5.
New Violence Reduction Unit

Sue Clarke from the Police gave a presentation around the New Violence Reduction Unit which is being set up, and detailed the plans to establish a VRU by March 2020. A meeting is taking place on Wednesday 11th September with partners to talk through the next steps of the process.
Members of the CSP felt that it is important to involve third sector parties in any discussions to try to get a fair reflection of which key areas need targeting by the Unit. Sue agreed that the third sector do play a major role in violence reduction and stated that it had already been agreed to try to get members from this sector involved in discussions. Members also were keen to ensure that all of Lancashire is represented fairly in talks, not just the major cities.
Action: Sue to cascade any updates that arise from the meeting being held on 11th September.
Action: That David Oldfield’s contact details be passed on to Rob Richards to arrange a potential meeting.

6.
CSP Funding
Sarah reported that some initiatives are currently ongoing this year’s £10k from the OPCC:

· £4,000 to continue the work of Smile Mediation
· £6,000 still remains available for future projects that the CSP may wish to support

Robert Ruston of the OPCC stated that there are match funding opportunities available from the Police & Crime Commissioners office for certain types of work.
The £2,000 fund from Pendle Council is still available (just about) to support the CSP and in previous years this has been spent.

Police - MATAC

Lynda Waddington from Lancashire Constabulary gave an update on the latest findings from the MATAC report. The headline finding reported a major reduction in crime (22%) for April 19’ to August 19’ in comparison with the same timeframe in 2018.

Genga/ Serious Organised Crime Panel

Tim Horsley from Pendle Borough Council gave a brief update on the GENGA panel. The Burnley and Pendle groups have now combined and meet bi-monthly to discuss cases and use just the one action plan, with most cases spreading across both Borough’s. The group are currently working on 4 or 5 different cases.

Forum Updates
Burnley & Pendle Exploitation Group
Claire Bennett reported that numbers have started to increase in those attending the Exploitation Group meetings. The group are now working on items from the CSP action plan, particularly towards early intervention awareness projects. This will be highlighted at an upcoming awareness event in November, aimed at ‘grassroots professionals’.
Pendle Domestic Violence Forum
Claire Bennett reported that the next meeting due to take place on Wednesday 25th September. The Perpetrators Programme mentioned at the last meeting is now up and running, with some final arrangements being made over how referrals can be made into it. The tender for the Refuge is being delivered by Safenet in Pendle, and the future for the Refuge is currently looking healthy.
Pendle Youth Forum
Claire Bennett noted that the youth forum is due to meet again soon. Whilst there are still some issues with young people and ASB – the PYT continue to work with Sainsbury’s and the number of problems being reported seems to have lessened. A youth club is now running one night a week in Waterside and a pop-up youth service is to be made available in the form of a van from Pendle Leisure Trust on Friday evenings.
Colne Community Safety Working Group
Jerry Stanford, Chairman of Colne Safety Working Group, outlined the following updates:

· NPT has been supported on its successful work to mitigate ASB in North Valley Trading Estate.

· Car nuisance in Trawden has been improved but not eradicated. Awaiting a decision on imposition of a 20 MPH limit.  

· Concern about increasing reports of syringes being irresponsibly discarded in areas children frequent, despite special yellow box facilities being publicly available.

· Resolved issue about misuse of disabled parking spaces in Market Square.

· Concern about new police computer reporting system not being able to identify local crime hotspots without much additional work by NPT.

· Obliterated road signs being corrected/replaced.

· Request for a co-opted representative to Area Committee being actioned.

· Amended draft terms of reference have been circulated for approval.
