Prevent - update
Amanda Gibbons and Wendy Waterhouse from Prevent attended the meeting and gave a brief update around the work they are currently doing for Prevent. Their role is to assess cases referred into the team and to decide whether the case meets the criteria for which Prevent can assist.

Keeping young people and adults with vulnerabilities safe

Claire Bennett ran through the latest developments:

· Met twice and further identified foundations to develop milestones for key actions.  

· A second CE Awareness Event is in development 

· Role of ASBRAC in supporting vulnerable victims of ASB now merged into Transforming Lives role.  Police and housing providers advised to continue to use ASB Risk Assessment Matrix 

· Pan Lancashire Modern Slavery Group and a contact identified.  To be followed up.  

· East Lancashire Reducing Reoffending Board Action Plan agreed 

· Working Elisha House to better understand their provision and access pathways 

The upcoming areas of focus will centre around the following:

· Connecting with the Pan-Lancashire Anti Slavery Group 

· Focusing on the potential impact of the Domestic Abuse Bill

· Establishing an overall picture of the current drug and alcohol situation being developed through joint working 

· Working with probation services and YOT to develop a brief to open discussion with Lancashire Adult Learning around promoting education and employability to help to reduce reoffending.

· Working with the Housing Needs and the RRB to monitor access to accommodation for chaotic households; substance misusers; rough sleepers and offenders leaving prison

· Monitoring the effect of commissioning impact for the refuge and homeless young people’s accommodation 

· Delivering a Euro 2020 Campaign around DV 

· Reviewing the training currently available for licensees 

· Linking in with Priority 2 on knife crime and priority 3 on engagement 

· Explore options around the White Ribbon Youth Advocate Programme
Tackling the causes of crime through education and early intervention (knife crime)

Andy Cartwright and Paul Goodall ran through the latest developments:

· Scanning/analysis data received from CSP analyst – Q1/Q2.

· Test purchase operations led by LANCON licensing team with advice to store owners/managers on the law and restrictions on sale of edged weapons. 11 stores/shops tested – 2 failures.

· Delivery of ‘choose life not the knife’ inputs to Princess Trust programme and secondary schools across Pendle.

· Funding secured through OPCC –to be spent on outdoor projectors for on street pop-up events.
The upcoming areas of focus will centre around the following:

· Establishing an overall picture of the local/current knife-crime incidents/perception being developed through CSP data/ VRU survey results.

· Embed ‘choose life not the knife’ delivery into local learning. 

· Linking in with Priority 1 on keeping vulnerable people safe and priority 3 on engagement. 

Action: Members requested that a survey specific to Pendle around knife crime be created. Robert Ruston will be sending through a question set to the team.
Community Engagement and community safety priorities

Jerry Stanford ran through the latest developments:

· Development a CSP ‘brand’ (e.g. Safer Pendle)
· CSP partners to promote community safety priorities by engaging with people at key community events
· Engage further with local channels to promote CSP priorities
The upcoming areas of focus will centre around the following:

· Increased use of media, social media, apps, website by CSP partners to promote Pendle CSP
· Identify community ambassadors/mentors to assist in communicating community safety messages
· Develop an understanding of funding opportunities and allocation through enhanced partnership working, and promote the benefits
5.
Violence Reduction Unit (VRU)
Robert Ruston was unfortunately not present at the meeting to give a verbal update. However, he has sent through reports with the latest updates.

CSP Funding
Sarah reported that some initiatives are currently ongoing this year’s £10k from the OPCC:

· £4,000 to continue the work of Smile Mediation 

· £6,000 has now been split between the three different task groups to go towards relevant projects
· £290 of the £2,000 Community Safety fund from Pendle Council is still available to support the CSP if anyone has any initiatives they feel this could go towards.

Police - MATAC

Lynda Waddington from Lancashire Constabulary gave an update on the latest findings from the MATAC report.
· Crime has overall reduced by 5.6%

· New system ‘Northgate’ is now in operation to assist with how crime is recorded

Burnley & Pendle Exploitation Group
Claire Bennett reported the following updates from the Burnley & Pendle Exploitation Group:
· The group met last week with a good turnout
· An early awareness event is due to take place soon and funding has been secured to run this. It will be based around child exploitation & similar issues

Pendle Domestic Violence Forum
Claire Bennett reported the following updates from the Pendle Domestic Violence Forum:
· The group last met in January and the next meeting is due to take place next week
· The mailing list is currently being reviewed. If anyone present at this meeting wishes to be added, please let Claire know.

· The Domestic abuse action plan is almost finalised and will be circulated to Members of this group next month

Pendle Youth Forum
Claire Bennett reported the following updates from the Pendle Youth Forum:
· A review of the pilot scheme that took place before Christmas is currently underway

· Waterside Youth Club has now reopened and over 25 local children now attend the sessions

Colne Community Safety Working Group
Jerry Stanford, Chairman of Colne Safety Working Group, outlined the following updates:

The Group continues to attract attendance of 15-20 persons has successfully made the following interventions:

· Have achieved speed reduction notices on Derby St and Newmarket St following complaints on these rat-runs.

· Obtained a response from Parking at LCC giving us advice that every school in Lancashire gets one visit a year, followed by further visits to those experiencing difficulties.  Responded that need more proactive response by close links with PNTs and Schools to target those with problems.  Was advised that cameras not yet an option because of cost.  Surely self-funding in the right places.

· Drug dealing information passed to Police, including where drugs secreted. Person arrested.  Second problem at Venue Night Club – met with Bar Manager and set up co-operation with PNT.

· Supplied information on copious cannabis wast dumping and arranged covert camera surveillance at one site.

· Raised issue about significant littering on railway -side footpath near Pendle Vale.  Organised litter picking exercises by three agencies including PV College students.

· Reported persistent blocking of a shop fire-escape off Dockray St – a notice has been served on the building owner to clear the area, so far ignored.  Efforts continue.

· Youth disrespect and ASB continues inside and around Sainsbury’s and measures are underway to address this.
