Minutes from last meeting & Matters Arising
The minutes of the last Full Community Safety Partnership held on 9th March, 2020 were approved as a correct record.
Item 3 – Prevent presentation – reported that some people hadn’t received the presentation.

Domestic Homicide Review (DHR)
The Chair sought approval for a DHR to take place following a recent murder on Fir Street, Nelson.  As the requirements for a review are met, the Partnership supported the Chair’s decision for a Domestic Homicide Review to take place and for the Home Office and family members to be notified accordingly.  

Stephanie reported that she had undertaken a revamp of the Lancs. DHR documentation – no significant changes made.

Updates from partners on their service changes and challenges in light of COVID-19 
Lancashire Police:
· Digested Government advice/legislation

· Impact on crime stats – see MATAC report

· Meeting taken place with Claire (Positive Action in the Community) re Domestic Abuse

· Been a very testing period

· Now gone back to normal service

LCC Children & Family Wellbeing Service:

· Not been business as usual – centres have been closed and will continue to be closed for the foreseeable

· Numbers of referrals have increased

· Move to on-line virtual activity with young people

Inspire:
· No face-to-face

· Increased use of digital platforms

· Accessing funding streams to provide laptops to service users

· Supporting service users with burner phones

· Prescribing regimes changed to reduce visits to pharmacies

· Outreach work with social distancing

· Detox for alcohol users with support from chemists

· Needle delivery service being provided

· Digital interventions for those who would normally attend group sessions – these have included quizzes, bingo and other social activities

· Finger print testing for illicit substances

· Offices still functional at Grassroots

Positive Action in the Community:

· Domestic abuse services adapted accordingly – challenging but services continued to new and ongoing service users

· No spike in domestic abuse in Pendle

· Increased calls to police in early stages but reduced domestic abuse crimes being reported

· Helpline – bit of a rollercoaster.  Seen an increase from agencies

· Perpetrators ‘taking advantage’ of Covid-19

· Working on a multi-agency basis

· Campaign with Inspire – presence in supermarkets with banners, leaflets, trolley keyrings, lip balms; social media campaign

· Housing issues beginning to rise

· Data poverty an issue

· Seeking additional funding

LCC  Trading Standards:  Information is at a pan-Lancashire level –

· 153 queries/complaints received in May based around shops not adhering to Govt legislation

· Assisted with PPE to care homes

· Scams awareness – 33 doorstep crime complaints; 39 bogus sales complaints; 20 tobacco complaints

· Test purchasing will resume as soon as legislation permits

· 50+ complaints received re face masks and other PPE

Pendle Community Safety Partnership Plan 2019-22
Updates from each Task Group, including updated action plans, had been circulated with the Agenda.  There were no decisions required.  No meetings of Task Groups had taken place. Reminder that funding from the OPCC needs to be spent.

Violence Reduction Unit (VRU) - Robert Ruston

Update on the funding and plans to establish a VRU by March 2020.  Information circulated with the Agenda.

CSP Funding 
· Letters confirming funding from OPCC will be going out shortly

· There remains a underspend of £290 from the £2,000 from Pendle Council from last year (2019/20)
· The funding yet to be spent is mostly the £10k OPCC funding from 19/20 (£4k to SMILE, £2k to each of the task groups)

· Positive Action in the Community reported they had received £500 from the Tesco Bags for Help scheme

· Funding for Covid-19 related initiatives from the Lancashire Covid-19 Support Fund and other funding streams had been widely circulated
· Positive Action in the Community has made a submission to the OPCC for funding to support domestic and sexual abuse services

· Funding from the Community Foundation for Lancashire has been secured for counselling services

Performance

Police (MATAC analytical report)

· 18% reduction in crime

· Violence Against the Person giving cause for concern

· 24% increase in intergenerational domestic abuse

· Significant increase in antisocial behaviour – however this includes breaches of Covid-19 guidance.

Jerry raised concern about the rise in antisocial behaviour in Colne, particularly amongst adults.  It was explained that much of this was due to noise nuisance and social distancing rules not being met during the pandemic when tolerance levels have been reduced.  There are, as well, often underlying issues.  It should be noted that the issue is not specifically centred around Colne but across the wider Pendle area.

As long-down measures are relaxed in coming weeks, we may well expect to see an increase in ASB with BBQs, parking and public gatherings.

A query was raised concerning Stop & Search of BAME during Covid-19 and could information be provided from the Police so that the Partnership could have a better understanding and communicate messages appropriately.

Action:  Police to provide data

Concern raised that the MATAC report did not contain any information about road safety.  The Partnership requested that this be included in future reports.  
The latest report from the Lancashire Road Safety Partnership had been received by the Council which highlighted an increase in cyclist collisions with a large proportion of cyclists not wearing helmets, which is worrying.  The Council’s Communications Team will be sending out messages to remind cyclists that whilst the law does not compel cyclists, of any age, to wear helmets when cycling, the Highway Code suggests that cyclists should wear a cycle helmet “which conforms to current regulations, is the correct size and securely fastened.”
Speeding vehicles also giving cause for concern.  It was suggested that this should be raised with LCC as the Highway authority and the Lancashire Road Safety Partnership.

The Police recognise the issue of speeding vehicles and the impact it has on communities and an Enforcement Strategy is being developed.  

Action:  Audrey to circulate the Lancashire Road Safety Partnership report with these minutes
Action:  The Partnership Intelligence Analysist to ensure future MATAC reports include statistics on road safety in Pendle
Action:  Audrey to raise the issue of speeding vehicles in Pendle with the Highway Authority and the Lancashire Road Safety Partnership.

· Microsoft Teams meeting to be set up for Transforming Lives
